Case Definition

The current MS case definition from the Western Cape Veterinary Services point of view is clinical
and/or postmortem signs suspect for AHBith confirmation via laboratory PCRnd/or virus
isolationassays. Suspect cases are those fhlil the former conditionsof the case definitionThe

case definition has been broadened to consider real time PCR results against AHSV with a CT value of
less than 30 as suspect and these horses will be followed up clinically.

Continuing Cases
A further 4 cases have been confirnvelile a total of 10 cases are still suspect. The total confirmed
cases stands at 7 as of the 11 March 2011.

Spatial Aspects
The one suspect case near Darlisgweell as the on near Atlantis (SE) have been confirmed and the
10 km buffer surrounding the confirmed cases has now expanded (see map below)

Atlantis area. Theerotype of the virus has been confirmed as Serotypslvaccinations are being
performed with Bottle 1 of the AHS vaccine first.
